“Treasury is committed to addressing systemic corruption around the world, even in its most entrenched *

forms and at the highest levels of public office,” said Under Secretary of the Treasury for Terrorism and G ru po Cartes
Financial Intelligence Brian E. Nelson. “Today’s action exposes the endemic corruption undermining

Paraguayan democratic institutions and highlights the pressing need for the Government of Paraguay to act

in the best interest of its citizens, not line the pockets of its paolitical elites.”

Today’s action follows the visa restrictions imposed on Cartes and Velazquez in 2022 under Section 7031(c)
of the Department of State, Foreign Operations, and Related Programs Appropriations Act, 2022, supporting

a whole-of-government approach to combatting corruption and illicit finance.
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
